Before CUTTING place all pieces on fabric
according to layout. Pin. (Layouts show
approximate position of pattern pieces; position
may vary according to your pattern size.) Cut
ACCURATELY, cutting notches outward.

Before removing pattern, TRANSFER MARKINGS
and lines of construction to Wrong Side of fabric,
using the Pin and Chalk Pencil method or Tracing
Paper and Dressmaker Wheel. Markings needed
on right side of fabric should be thread traced.

1. Pin YOKE FRONT INTERFACING (2) to front edge of each YOKE
FRONT (1). Fuse in place following manufacturer’s directions.

TIP: FINISH front edge of yoke, if you prefer.

2. With RIGHT sides together pin YOKE FRONT AND BACK (5)
sections to each yoke front section, matching notches. Stitch. Press
seam toward yoke front and back.

On OUTSIDE, TOPSTITCH yoke front and back, catching in pressed
seam on INSIDE.

3. With RIGHT sides together, stitch yoke front and back, to BACK (4)
at shoulders. Press seam toward yoke.

On OUTSIDE, TOPSTITCH yoke, catching in pressed seam on INSIDE.

4. Pin INTERFACING to wrong side COLLAR (6). Fuse, following manufacturer’s
instructions.

With RIGHT sides together, fold collar in half lengthwise, along fold line. Press.
Stitch ends in a 3/8" (1cm) seam.

5. Turn collar RIGHT side out. Press. Pin raw edges together.

6. On OUTSIDE, pin collar to neck edge having raw edges even, matching
small and large dots. Turn front edges of yoke to OUTSIDE, along foldline. Baste
entire neck edge.

7. Cuta piece of single fold bias tape, the length of neck edge between large
dots.

Open out one edge of bias tape. With RIGHT sides together, pin tape to neck
edge, over collar having raw edges even. Stitch entire neck edge in a 3/8" (1cm)
seam. TRIM SEAM; clip curves.

8. UNDERSTITCH tape. Turn tape and front edge to INSIDE, so that it encases
the raw edge. Press. Baste close to inner edge of tape ending at stitching line.

On OUTSIDE, TOPSTITCH as basted, keeping collar free.

Stitch front edges of yoke along stitching lines, forming facing.

9. On OUTSIDE, lap LEFT yoke front sections over RIGHT, matching
centers. Baste yoke sections together at lower edge.

10. with RIGHT sides together, pin yoke front to upper edge of FRONT (3)
matching notches, having raw edges even. Stitch. Press seam down.

On OUTSIDE, TOPSTITCH front, catching in pressed seam on INSIDE.

TOPSTITCH lower edge of front plackets through all thicknesses, as
shown.

SLEEVES AND SEAMS

11. with RIGHT sides together, pin SLEEVE (7) to armhole edge matching
center small dot, notches and remaining small dots.

Stitch. Stitch again 1/8" (3mm) from first stitching. Trim seam below
notches close to stitching. Press seam toward sleeve.
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12. with RIGHT sides together, stitch front to back at entire underarm seam, matching armhole seams.
Stitch again over first stitching at underarm to reinforce.

13.VIEW A-
Pin SLEEVE BAND (9) to rib knit strip for sleeve band, placing lower unnotched edge of pattern piece along
finished edge of rib knit trim. Transfer markings. Cut out two sections.

14. with RIGHT sides together, stitch ends of each sleeve band sections.

15.0n OUTSIDE, with RIGHT sides together, pin band to lower edge of sleeve matching notches and
underarm seams, stretching band to fit. Stitch. Press seam toward sleeve, pressing band out.
On OUTSIDE, TOPSTITCH sleeve, catching in seam on INSIDE.

16.VIEW B, C-
Open out rib knit section if necessary. Pin SLEEVE BAND (10) to rib knit strip, matching fold on strip
to foldlines. Transfer markings. Cut out two sections.

17. with RIGHT sides together, stitch ends of each sleeve band sections.

18. with WRONG sides together, fold sleeve band along foldline; press lightly. Pin raw edges
together.

19. Pin sleeve band to lower edge of sleeve, matching seams. Stitch, stretching band to fit. Press
seam up, pressing band out.

FINISHING

20. Open out rib knit section if necessary. Fold strip in half lengthwise. Pin LOWER

BAND (8) to rib knit strip, placing the center fold on pattern piece on folded edge of trim,
matching the horizontal fold on strip to foldline on pattern piece. Transfer markings. Cut out
two section, as shown.

22. with WRONG sides together, fold lower band in half along foldline; press lightly. Pin raw
edges together.
