3. Reinforce inner corner and stitch upper end of vent 
extensions together as follows:
Starting 1" (2.5cm) above large dot, stitch along seam line to 
large dot; pivot at large dot and stitch across upper end of 
vent extensions.
Clip RIGHT back to large dot at inner corner.

4. Press seam open above clip. 
Press vent extension toward LEFT back.
Baste upper end of vent extension in place along stitching.

5. On OUTSIDE, stitch LEFT back along basting, as shown.
Remove basting from vent.
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
