2. TO SHORTEN : Fold at the printed lines to form a pleat 
half the amount to be shortened, ie 1/2’’ (1.3cm) deep to 
shorten 1’’ (2.5cm).

3. STRAIGHT GRAIN : Place an even distance from 

selvage or a straight thread.

4. FOLD : Place on fold of fabric.

5. LENGTHENING AND SHORTENING LINES.

6. SEAM ALLOWANCE : 5/8" (1.5cm) unless otherwise 
stated.

7. NOTCHES : Match notches.

8. CUTTING LINES : Multi patterns have different cutting 
lines for different sizes.

Sujete con alfileres el tirante el frente del corpiño en los hombros e 
hilvane.
