8. Fold Loops (5) in half lengthwise, with RIGHT sides together.
Stitch a scant 1/4” (6mm) from fold edge, stretching loop while
stitching.

9. With a needle, attach a strong thread to one end of loop.
Draw needle eye forward, through fold, turning loop RIGHT side
out.

10.Cut eight loops, each 2-3/8” (6¢m) long.
On OUTSIDE, pin loops to front band, centering over small dots,
having raw edges even; baste.

11.Press under 5/8” (1.5cm) on one front band Facing (4) section
along double notched edge. Trim pressed edge to 3/8" (1.0cm).

12.With RIGHT sides together, pin facing to band (over loops),
matching notches and dots. Stitch front edge. Trim seam.

13.Turn facing to inside, turning loops out; press.
Pin pressed edge of band facing just over seam.
EDGESTITCH long edges of band. Baste raw edges.
